Write in KOREAN or English (or a mix of both): You can hand-
write the Korean part if you do not know how to type in Korean. If you hand-
write it, please scan and upload it as a PDF file.

 
• Save your script as First Name_Last Name_School

• Submit by 4/27 (Sun) by Student Application Google Form 
(https://forms.gle/6b33aUuZCsFaZ3B19) (Submit the documents using your 
personal email address, rather than your school domain email.)
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• Be concise. You will be given 5min to present your material. If your script is 
too lengthy, you won’t be able to finish in time.  

• Format: Visual PowerPoint, Google Slides, or PDF format that aligns with the
